It analyzes the structural,
technological, and cultural factors that are driving the development of the lifelong learning ecosystem,
from micro-credentials and digital educational platforms to corporate programs and government
support mechanisms (such as educational vouchers and individual accounts). Special attention is paid
to barriers such as age discrimination, digital inequality, lack of motivation, and lack of institutional
support for adult learners. It is emphasized that sustainable growth of human capital in the 21st
century is impossible without creating a flexible, inclusive, and a human-centered system of
continuous education that can accompany every citizen at every stage of their professional and
personal trajectory.
